Is My Sect Right For You?

Christianity Culminating Task

Purpose: To create a teaching board that teaches the class about similarities and differences between Christianity’s many sects. 
Objective: To see which group can persuade the majority of the class to subscribe to one of the Christian sects (which one is best for you?).

Method: You will be assigned half of a bulletin board to display information about your sect.  You should include information about the belief system and about the church itself.  Although the text is important, there needs to be a visual component to make your board pleasing to the eyes.
You need to include information on the following areas:

A. Church’s Mission

B. Basis of Authority (government of the church – institutions and individuals)

C. Fundamental Theology (basic beliefs)

D. Sacraments and Liturgy

E. Salvation and Afterlife

F. Membership Requirements (beliefs, role of Christ, distinctiveness, dietary restrictions, position on birth control, membership #s)

Selected Christian Sects:  Orthodox, Lutheran, Presbyterian, Anglican, United, Methodist, Baptist, and Pentecostal

Things to consider:

· Should be able to read title from 6 feet away

· Sub headings/titles are good for flow

· Pictures can speak a 1000 words

· Charts sometime help organize thoughts

· Colour is never a bad thing

· Borders do wonders for appearance

· Your group should not have to “explain” anything to the readers

· You can never go wrong with a map

· Peer evaluation is a wonderful motivator
