Purpose of a Monument

"A human creation, erected for the specific purpose of keeping single human deeds or events (or a combination thereof) alive in the minds of future generations."

Description of Assignment

As a young, prominent historian you have been selected for a competition to develop a monument somewhere in Canada to commemorate an historical event that occurred during the last century.  You will be delivering a sales pitch for the creation of your monument.  For your proposal you will need four components.

1. A small scale replica (picture or model) of your monument

2. An explanation of the symbolic meaning or purpose of your monument

3. An in-depth description of why your event/person/place is worthy of such a memorial

4. Information and justification as to the location of your tribute

Specific Requirements
	Visual Replica
	Your monument needs to recall a specific moment or a series of complex moments from the past and thus make a claim to immortality,
  With that said; the panel of judges is not expecting architectural genius.  Provided a sound effort is put in to give a good visual understanding of what it is that you intend to build – your proposal will be appropriately noted.

	Explanation
	Regardless of whether your monument is pure or abstract, you will need to explain why your monument is what it is.  Remember, the greats do everything for a reason.

	Description
	Your monument needs to be justified.  This is your brief opportunity to explain why it is that you chose whatever it is that you chose.  What is necessary is specific data (dates, numbers, people, organizations), a clear description of the event(s), and a justification of the historical significance: either leading to the outcome of Canadian identity or why your issues should not be forgotten.

	Location
	Where your monument is placed can be just as important as the actual monument itself.  Great consideration must be put into the specific location where your monument will be erected. You will need to identify the place and give at least three substantial reasons for your decision.
